If you are flying:

Using the Airport Shuttle

The Hilton offers a free 24-hour airport shuttle. Once you arrive at the airport and have your luggage, you can call for the shuttle with the courtesy phone that is located near baggage claim. The hotel operator will let you know an approximate arrival time of the shuttle and direct you to wait at the hotel shuttle loading area. It is only about an 8-10 minute trip to the hotel.

	From Wisconsin/Illinois/Indiana
· Crossing into Michigan on I-94 East, take the I-196 N/US-31 N exit, EXIT 34, toward HOLLAND/GD RAPIDS.

· Keep RIGHT to take I-196 E toward GRAND RAPIDS.


· Take the M-6 E exit, EXIT 64, toward LANSING.

· Take the M-37 exit, EXIT 15, toward GD RAPIDS/HASTINGS.

· Turn RIGHT onto PATTERSON AVE SE.

· Turn LEFT onto 28TH ST SE
· 4747 28TH ST SE is on the RIGHT.
	From Ohio
· Heading towards Michigan on I-75 North, merge onto I-475 W via EXIT 204 on the LEFT toward US-23/SYLVANIA/ANN ARBOR.

· Merge onto US-23 N via EXIT 14 toward SYLVANIA 
· Merge onto I-96 W via EXIT 60B on the LEFT toward BRIGHTON/LANSING
· Merge onto 28TH ST SE via EXIT 43A toward M-11 W.

· 4747 28TH ST SE is on the RIGHT.
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
